AMLS (Advanced Medical Life Support) Certification Course 

0800 - 1630     This is a two - day course Thursday / Friday ( 16 hours) 

AMLS is the first course that offers a ñthink - outside - the - boxò method of assessing and managing a patient in 

medical crisis. It emphasizes using scene size up, interactive group discussion on potential treatment strategies, 

history, and physical exam to evaluate possibilities and probabilities in diagnosing a patientôs medical problem. 

AMLS implements an initial assessment-based approach that progresses to a diagnostic-based approach to develop 

a treatment plan for a specific medical condition. 

AMLS is a 16-hour two-day program that consists of interactive scenario-based lectures, teaching and evaluation 

stations. The case-based lectures include patient assessment, airway management, assessment of the shock patient, 

dyspnea/ respiratory failure, chest discomfort, altered mental status, and abdominal pain. Practical teaching sta-

tions follow associated lectures. 

Who should take AMLS? 

Course participants encompass all levels of EMTðBasic, Intermediate, Paramedic, Critical Care Paramedic, 

nurses, nurse practitioners, physician assistants, certified nurse anesthetists and physicians. This diversity enhances 

the team approach to patient care. 

Successful  certification completion of the course requires full attendance both Thursday / Friday.

               You have often heard the term kinesthetic but it always seems to be associated with practical labs. In this 

workshop, we will learn that kinesthetic learning is actually having your muscles teach your brain cognitive infor-

mation whereas; psychomotor learning is having your brain teaching your muscles psychomotor information. Par-

ticipants will be able to immediately use the information in this class in their classrooms to enhance learning for 

all types of learners Participants will develop and demonstrate kinesthetic techniques for the anatomy, physiology, 

and pathophysiology of multiple systems. 

           1230-1630     Part 2:  7 Côs of Emergency Medical Training 

               This workshop will help those who teach emergency care to better understand the needs of the audience 

and enhance the efficacy of their important emergency care education services.

 Firefighter fatalities and injuries have occurred in residential buildings due to the 

rapid fire spread through areas of unprotected wood construction or the collapse of unpro-

tected dimensional lumber and / or lightweight wood structural components. This presenta-

tion will review the significant findings of the DHS (Department of Homeland Security) re-

search project entitled, ñThe Structural Stability of Engineered Lumber in Fire Conditionsò 

and discuss the research agenda for the ongoing (NIST) project entitled, ñImproving Fire 

Safety by Enhancing the Fire Performance of Engineered Floor Systems and Providing the 

Fire Service with Information for Tactical Decision Making.ò These research projects utilize live fire testing to 

compare the failure times of conventional dimensional lumber construction to modern lightweight wood construc-

tion.  The presentation will discuss case studies of fire ground incidents, video and photos highlighting the failure 

times of the tested assemblies, the performance of passive fire resistive technologies, structural modeling tech-

niques and the limitations of thermal imaging devices. This workshop will also provide risk management and tacti-

cal recommendations for firefighting operations in residential lightweight constructed buildings.
